Meeting

February 25, 2010

Board Members Present: Jane Haproff, Wayne Barbee, Paul Cooper, Jay Hester, Darla Jones, Steve Linthicum, Lynn Medeiros, Andre Sims, Stan Spencer.
Board Member Absent: Jim Weir

Open session began at 5:00 p.m.
Visitors’ Comments: None.

Approval of Minutes: The minutes for January 28 were approved.  The minutes for February 11 were approved with Linthicum voting neutral.

Reports:

A. Treasurer: Cooper is continuing to look into the $16,000 drop in dues received from members between 2008 and 2009.  He negotiated a $400 refund for the January faculty breakfast at the Sunset Whitney Country Club due to a lack of orange juice and a few other issues.  The Business Office would like to deposit dues directly into SCFA’s account.  There was some discussion about reducing SCFA dues.  It was stated that SCFA is bound by certain regulations of California Teachers Association (CTA) that state a floor that the dues can’t go below.  Hester questioned whether there is a reason for SCFA’s assets to continue to rise, given that they were $108,000 in 2009.  Linthicum brought up the question of the value of belonging to CTA.  It was decided to put that item on a future agenda.

B.  President: Haproff updated the E-board on the summer school loading issue for part-time faculty.  There were initially 222 faculty members identified whose summer school loads might not have been calculated correctly.  SCFA gave Payroll instructions to start with active part-time faculty and work backwards from 2009 to 2002.  According to Payroll, there are 194 faculty members eligible to receive additional pay.  Of those 194, 153 faculty members’ pay has been calculated.  Ninety-three of the 153 faculty members are entitled to receive additional pay, totaling $106,000, or an average of about $1100 per person.  If the rest follow the same pattern, Payroll estimated that 118 faculty members would be entitled to receive additional pay, totaling about $135,000.  Cameron Abbott and Ron Martinez have said that when they have a more accurate picture of the money due these faculty members, they will negotiate the item.

Old Business:

A. Review election procedures: It was decided that forming an election committee is necessary to prepare for the April E-board election. The election committee would be a standing committee for SCFA.  An election committee chair should be on call over the course of a year, and the E-board will give directions to that person to ensure that the election follows SCFA bylaws and Community College Association (CCA) requirements.  The chair would be charged with putting together the election committee, and he or she would be a dues-paying SCFA member who is not running for office and who can commit to the position for a year.  It was also decided that the election committee be composed of up to six members, 50% full-time, 50% part-time.  Linthicum made a motion, seconded by Sims, that SCFA choose a chair for an SCFA election committee.  The motion passed unanimously.  Linthicum made a second motion, seconded by Sims, that there be a $1000 stipend for the chair and a $150 stipend for each election committee member.  Both motions passed unanimously, and it was decided that Haproff put out a call via e-mail for statements of interest in the position of chair of the election committee and that the deadline for submitting letters of interest be Thursday, March 4.

B. The Sentinel and other communication issues: The content and the appearance of the SCFA newsletter for part-time faculty were reviewed.  
C. Off-agenda items: Sims, as an Executive Board member of CA Part-Timers Faculty Association, requested that a full-timer along with Hester and Julie Bruno from Academic Senate attend a Higher Education Committee meeting about part-time rehire rights at the Capitol on Tuesday, March 16.

The auditor told Cooper that he could post an electronic version of the Hudson report.

Haproff passed out information on the SCFA bylaws.  Medeiros made a motion to give Hester a stipend for working on the bylaws for one semester equivalent to half the amount that the rest of the E-board received from the CCA grant; it will be paid out of SCFA funds.  The motion passed unanimously.
